She is responsible for supporting the development of the Webster-Stratton Incredible Years Programmes across Powys. She is a mentor in training for the IY Parent programme, and recently co-led a training with Professor Webster-Stratton in Seattle. She also delivers the Teacher Classroom Management Programme and is working towards certification in this area. 
Sue has a strong interest in collaborative group work and undertook doctoral work on the development of collaborative, problem solving groups for teachers. She currently works collaboratively with voluntary and statutory agencies in Powys to develop the Incredible Years approaches.

Yvonne Jones has been the headteacher at Oldford Nursery and Infant School, Welshpool for the past sixteen years and is an Estyn inspector.  She was trained at St. Katherine’s College Liverpool and NEWI Wrexham in early year’s education (3-8 yrs). As early years advisory teacher for Powys in 2000, Yvonne became interested in Incredible Years philosophy and was given the opportunity to train with Lois Hancock at Bangor for Incredible Years child (dinosaur school) programme in the classroom in May 2002.
