This workshop is for service managers, parenting co-ordinators responsible for the implementation of local parenting plans involving the Incredible Years programmes and line managers responsible for staff delivering the programmes. 

The workshop will begin with an overview of the Incredible Years programmes, including recent develop-ments, and an update on research in Wales with feedback from the survey of service Managers and trained leaders undertaken at the end of the first year of the Welsh Assembly Government funded training. It will then focus on the strategic issues facing service managers in developing the programmes, with opportunities to discuss what resources are needed for effective delivery and how to develop a tiered model (including universal, targetted preventive initiatives and services for referred families with high risk children). There will be a session on implementation fidelity (how to ensure that the programme is being delivered effectively) that will cover the importance of supervision and the leader accreditation and mentoring processes. There will also be a session covering evaluation issues. The workshop will include many opportunities for asking questions relevant to your service or group and discuss how to access support from IY Cymru, 

Judy Hutchings is a Consultant Clinical Psychologist with a specialist responsibility for services to children with disruptive behaviour problems. She also works at the University where she undertakes research and teaching in the area of parenting. Her interest and experience in this field has been developed over the last 30 years and she has run many programmes for parents, children and teachers. She has been developing use of the Webster-Stratton Incredible Years programmes in North Wales since 2000 and has run the BASIC and ADVANCED parenting programmes, the child dinosaur programme and the teacher classroom management programme and is a trainer in the parent, child and teacher programmes.
